St. Maria Goretti
July 6
(1890-1902)

One of the largest crowds ever
assembled for a canonization—
250,000—symbolized the reaction of
millions touched by the simple story of Maria Gtiret

She was the daughter of a poor Italian tefaaner, had
no chance to go to school, never learned to readrite.
When she made her First Communion not long befere h
death at age 12, she was one of the larger andveuahe
backward members of the class.

On a hot afternoon in July, Maria was sittatgthe top
of the stairs of her house, mending a shirt. She nat
quite 12 years old, but physically mature. A cddpped
outside, and a neighbor, Alessandro, 18 yearsrald,up
the stairs. He seized her and pulled her into adoed. She
struggled and tried to call for help, gasping thla¢ would
be killed rather than submit. “No, God does nothwis|t is
a sin. You would go to hell for it.” Alessandro laeg
striking at her blindly with a long dagger.

She was taken to a hospital. Her last hourge wearked
by the usual simple compassion of the good—concern
about where her mother would sleep, forgivenesesf
murderer (she had been in fear of him, but did set
anything lest she cause trouble to his family) heddevout
welcoming of Viaticum. She died about 24 hoursrafte
attack.

Her murderer was sentenced to 30 years iomriSor a
long time he was unrepentant and surly. One nightdd a
dream or vision of Maria, gathering flowers andedifig
them to him. His life changed. When he was releadtat
27 years, his first act was to go to beg the fagess of
Maria’s mother.

Devotion to the young martyr grew, miraclesreve
worked, and in less than half a century she wasrgaed.
At her beatification in 1947, her mother (then 8&yp
sisters and a brother appeared with Pope Pius Xlthe
balcony of St. Peter's. Three years later, at her
canonization, a 66-year-old Alessandro Serenelleltkn
among the quarter-million people and cried tealjyf

Maria may have had trouble with catechism,dhg had
no trouble with faith. God's will was holiness, decy,
respect for one's body, absolute obedience, tnist.tin a
complex world, her faith was simple: It is a prege to be
loved by God, and to love him—at any cost. As tireug
of chastity dies the death of a thousand qualificat she is
a breath of sweet fresh air.
